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Each month, the Bureau of Labor Statistics puts out a report called the "Employment
Situation." It's what tells us how many jobs were created in the past month, and what the

unemployment rate is.
This month's report is in, and the numbers are strong:

The economy created 248,000 jobs in September. And the unemployment rate dropped
to 5.9 percent, the lowest rate since July 2008.

And while we don't put too much stock in any one report, there's a clear

trend here.
